	How are you doing CONTROLLING your world? If you are like me, dear friend, you may think you are in control; things may even look rosy, but one set of germs can change your circumstances and shatter any illusion that you and I have “it together”. Let me give you a personal example. I noticed my eyes were irritating me and there seemed to be an excess of mucous as I headed home from a teachers meeting. It was Wednesday and I, with 44 others was looking forward to leaving on Friday for Northside’s ‘Freedom Tour’. I thought I had better stop at the Andover Clinic on Hanson before heading home. I quickly got in to see the doctor and he affirmed,’pink eye’ in both eyes. He also declared that I should not wear my contact lenses for 4-5 days. I told him, “Not going to happen, I need to lead a group of 44 to the East Coast on Friday and how could I do that if I couldn’t see?” He said he was sorry. I know that the doctor didn’t understand that I have ‘old-time’ rigid gas permeable lenses that would not absorb bacteria like modern soft lenses. Nevertheless I immediately had to start the drops, be out of school Thursday, get substitutes, and leave Friday with my contacts in my pocket and not in my eyes. So much for “seeing” and being in control!





	More seriously, we arrived in New York after a wonderful time in Boston at Teen Challenge, Plymouth Plantation, Plymouth Rock, the Mayflower II, USS Constitution and the Lexington Reenactment. Everyone was in high spirits, after a good night sleep. That day we were off to the USS Intrepid, the New York subway, and Time Square Church. As we were readying ourselves, Dave Heinrich came to me sweating and shaking. A bunch of us, including students, prayed for him. Dave thought that his system was messed up from the long bus ride. He told me that he had had an operation on his back/neck and he thought he had a pinched nerve. He released us to go and graciously expressed a desire that his situation not hinder everyone else. So we left, arriving safely to the decks of the USS Intrepid. There I received a phone call from Pastor Ron Mandile, indicating that Dave Heinrich had a massive heart attack and that he was at Cornell Hospital. Pastor Ron would keep me posted. In the end Dave was in the right place- Pastor Ron knew where to take Dave, and it turned out that Cornell was rated 6th best in the whole country. Mr. Heinrich received excellent care from the country’s best. Presently, he will be released to Pastor Ron who will take care of him until he is able to fly back.
